What is a Life Group?
A Life Group is a group of people who meet in a home weekly to help one another understand God’s Word and live it out.  While looking into the Scriptures will be a major component, the chief purpose is not to learn, but to live out the Word of God.  The goal is to create communities of openness and honesty with lots of encouragement and care.  A secondary goal is to build unity at MBC by helping the congregation work through the same topics at the same time.

What does a Life Group do?
Life Groups will look further into the topic of the sermon with a view to application.  It will include looking at additional Scriptures and, more importantly, discussion on how to put the principle into life practice.  There will also be prayer and time to just talk.  The participants will be expected to listen to the sermon (at church, on CD or the internet) and answer a few questions in preparation for the group meeting.  Between semesters a group can do regular Bible Study if they choose.

How often does a Life Group meet?
Life Groups will meet weekly for 3 semesters – a fall semester that ends before Thanksgiving, a winter semester that starts after New Years and ends before Easter, and a spring semester that begins after Easter and ends before summer.  Each semester will be about 8-10 weeks.  
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How are Life Groups Formed?
We will help people find a group through a sign up and follow up phone call.  Since available times have most often been the determining factor, we are asking people to sign up based on when they can meet.  We will form groups based on that.  Life Groups will replace the current Small Group Ministry.  Those who have been together as a group in the past can remain together if they so choose by signing up and calling the church.  People from outside the church are allowed in a group but expected to do the preparation work.  We will try to place about 12 people in a group.  

Will there be a Leader?
Each group will have a leader selected by the Ministry Leader.  The Life Group leader will have initial and ongoing training.  The leader’s role is not to teach but to facilitate discussion and application.  The leader will receive tips and helps each week to help them lead effectively.

What about children?
Each family will need to work out their own childcare needs.  Some groups may choose to have children participate.  If you want to be in a group open to children please note it on the sign-up sheet.  

What if the Life Group isn’t a good fit?
Each semester presents another opportunity to join a group.  The first 3 weeks of each semester any member may exercise a 3-week drop option.  The 3-week drop option can be used by anyone who feels the group won’t be a good fit for them – no questions asked.  They will have the option to try another group that semester or the next.
