The very first regional Awana event
was held in the basement of the North
Side Gospel Center in 1955 when a
few churches gathered for a Games
competition.

The Grand
Prix is almost exclusively run at the
local church level and is by far, the
most popular. More children (and
parents) participate in this pinewood derby-type event than all the
others combined. In 2006, Scholarship Camp became Camp
Awana Honors Camp and in 2014 the organization and
administration of the other events was moved to the local church
and/or a group of regional volunteers, led by an event coordinator.
In Wisconsin, a team of dedicated volunteers is committed to
offering regional AwanaGames, Bible Quiz, and Sparks Camp for
as long as there are churches wanting to participate. However, like
the Grand Prix, quiz and games can be run at the local church
level.
