Thank you for being faithful to God's
ministry in Guatemala, please take a couple
of minutes to read what God is doing through
your partnership with Him.

In October, after having monthly
workshops with pastors from the Voice of
God Denomination, IGN (Impacting Guatemala Network) ended a 10-month
process to finish the final version of a strategic plan that focused on discipleship for
the Voice of God Denomination (a group of 35 churches located in the southern
part of Guatemala). The plan will help pastors and their teams to become
intentional about making disciples of Christ that impact society.

IGN finished a series of workshops on Biblical Eldership to a group of ten
key leaders from the Mundial Extendido Denomination. During three months, these
leaders were able to study, discuss, and learn about what the New Testament has
to teach on the leadership of the church, their roles, and qualifications. The
executive board of the Mundial Extendido Denomination is considering changing
the “solo pastor” model of their churches to a model that is more biblical.

IGN hosted the 6th Pathway Training that equipped its twelve district
leaders. Pastors Jordon and Mike Gunderson, from the Evangelical Free Church’s
Reach Global, taught on the book of Psalms. The three-day training/workshop
empowered pastors by providing the tools to study and teach the Bible appro-
priately. These twelve district leaders have been multiplying the training to 70
pastors that belong to the Mundial Extendido Denomination.

e The Chiquité Family praises God for the opportunity to be in the U.S. during
November and December, the goal is to share and celebrate with their
partners what God is doing through IGN in Guatemala. Pray for God'’s
provision, good health and safe travels as the Chiquitos conclude their
travels throughout Wisconsin and Minnesota.

They are continuing to serve
IGN’s partner churches, and planning & coordinating a big medical clinic
that will take place the second week of January.
