The Pregnancy Center has officially moved and is now operating at our new 
location of 1512 – 11th Street, which is just two doors closer to the Square 
from our previous location in the same building.  All we have left are some 
decorating and finishing touches.  The folks who have stopped in to see the 
new location, like the look and layout much better than our previous office 
space.  Hopefully, our target market will also appreciate the updates.  
Although the space is smaller, we have two additional rooms:  a kitchenette 
and a classroom/conference room for our Earn While You Learn classes and 
board meetings. 
   
We’re still working with the Dane County Care Net to bring mobile 
ultrasound and STD testing to Monroe.  They will be operational soon and 
hope to partner with us in 2020.  We will need to start a capital campaign to 
increase our revenue in order to pay for their services.  While at the annual 
Care Net Conference recently, the common theme was if we want to 
maintain a steady influx of clients – especially pregnant clients – we need to 
offer medical services (either mobile or in-house). 
   
We are implementing some new marketing campaigns this year.  We have 
updated our website and will also be working with Empire Media for 
advertising at the Goetz Theatre.   
 
Very Important Update:  we had to change the date of our annual fundraising 
banquet.  The 2019 banquet will be held on Tuesday, November 12, 2019 at 
Turner Hall.  I am pleased to announce that our banquet speaker will be 
Keith Ferrin. Many of you will recognize him from "That You May Know 
Ministries" or his books: Falling in Love with God’s Word and Like Ice Cream. I 
have been blessed to attend some of his devotional sessions at the Care Net 
conferences and am excited to have you experience his passion for God's 
Word too! I hope you are able to attend and invite others, so you and they 
can be blessed by Keith’s presentation.
