1. If you could do anything you wanted in heaven what would it be?

2. In the beatitudes (Matthew 5:3-12) Jesus gives us a picture of what should
characterize our lives today as His followers. The fullness of this “blessed”
state will be experienced in heaven. What examples of this fullness of
blessings in heaven do you see in these verses?

3. At His last supper with His disciples Jesus spoke of eating and drinking
again with His disciples in His kingdom (Luke 22:15-18, 29-30). This might
have brought Isaiah 25:6-9 to their minds. John saw a vision of Jesus at a
marriage supper in Revelation 19:9. Read these passages.

What does this tell us about what we can expect to do in heaven?

4. Read Revelation 21:22-22:5. How is the scene of heaven described?

What will people be doing? What purposes do you see for people doing
what they do?

If God will restore earth and humanity to His original purpose, what will
people do? Read Genesis 1:26-2:3, 15-17 for God’s original purposes.

What most excites you about being in heaven?
