l. Given Understanding (44-47)

Jesus said His death and resurrection was necessary and foretold and is to
be proclaimed so that people will repent for forgiveness of sin.

Il. Given Mission (48-49)

Jesus told His disciples that they are witnesses and to proclaim Him in the
power of the Holy Spirit.

lll. Given a Blessing (50-53)

The blessing and ascension of Jesus are important to the mission of the
witnesses.
